
The successful apparatus bidder shall supply a two-day “Compressed Air Foam Strategy and Tactics Workshop” delivered by the CAFS Institute™. This shall include:
Day 1 – a classroom session with two field exercises on the demonstration and operation of CAFS equipment.  

Day 2 – a NFPA 1403 compliant live fire training program, using a reusable burn building or a suitable acquired structure. 

The course shall provide the basics of integrating CAFS into fire suppression strategy and an overview of hands-on skills required to put it to use on the fireground. Specific emphasis shall be placed on foam delivery rates, nozzle choice and winning foam application techniques.
